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I have been working with cold glass and leadlighting since 1974. I became interested in fusing and warm glass after moving to Australia and began experimenting with kiln formed glass  in Gippsland in 1984.  After spending a number of years working first  as a disability worker and then as a psychiatric social worker I returned to my first passion and began working with glass on a full time basis in 2000. 

I am interested in colour and motion- the  unique properties inherent in glass that allow much freedom of expression and emotion to be conveyed through the medium. Particularly in these complicated times I am interested in the joyfulness and playfulness of life, and how that can be expressed in glass. Never a minimalist I rejoice in the complexities, richness and abundance of life and endeavor to incorporate this in my work.
 I work mainly in the ancient French technique of “Pate de Verre” which allows very precise and intricate color placement by the use of powdered and fritted glass, and combine this technique with aspects of casting, fusing and slumping.
